CLASSIFICATION:

Open to all classes of small boat, up to and including coxless fours. Winners will be decided on prognostic time.  Class best times will be the same as those used in the 2009 Winter Series.
ENTRY :


ALL entries must be sent by email, or if email is unavailable, please send by Fax to 06 3479808.  Please do not forward entries by post.

ENTRY FEE:

           $2.00, including GST, per seat, must be paid on the day
ENTRANTS:


All persons entered are to be competent. The organisers may refuse a non-competent crew the right to row.

COURSE:


The race will start at the Aramoho Wanganui Rowing Club pontoon, proceeding downstream, and turning around a buoy moored opposite the National Library Building, then returning upstream to the Aramoho 2000 metre finish.

Competitors must keep to the Aramoho bank on the down stream leg and the Wanganui East bank on the up stream leg. Marshal’s boats will be located near Calvers Corner and the National Library Building.  All competitors will pass on the right-hand side, of the Marshall’s boats on both downstream and upstream legs. Failure to do so will result in disqualification.

LIFE JACKETS:

An approved life-jacket must be worn by all coxswains.

LANE NUMBERS:

Competitors will be called forward by their numbers which will indicate their starting order. Numbers are to be clearly displayed on bow showing correct to judges.

STARTING TIME:

Will be 9am and there after competitors will start at approximately 10 second intervals. Races will be run to time.

SCRATCHINGS:

Must be with the Regatta Secretary no later than 30 minutes prior to the start of the race.

LATE ENTRIES:

Late entries will not be accepted unless under exceptional circumstances and accompanied with a late fee of $10 over and above the per seat entry fee. Clubs who lodge late entries will be charged $50 late fee.
COLOURS:


Club colours must be worn by all competitors excepting the coxswains.
