Race conditions:  Head of the Whanganui.
1. Course:

The course shall run from a point 250 metres upstream of the Aramoho course Start line and finish line off the groyne below the National Library Building, a distance of about 5Km.

The course will be marked with a line of buoys in the middle of the river.  Crews racing shall remain to the western, or Aramoho and City side of the buoy line. 
2. Start:

Boats will start in bow number order at about a 10 second interval.  Crews will be called to the line and their time will commence as they cross the line. 
3. Rules of Racing:

Buoys will be positioned on all bends where a crew crossing to the incorrect side of the river would achieve an advantage. 

All crews shall pass such buoys on the western side or incur a time penalty of 30 seconds for each transgression.  Those persistently offending or endangering others will be disqualified.

Any crew passing a slower crew will do so by passing on the stroke, or left hand side, of the boat being passed.  Any crew passing on the incorrect side does so at their own risk.

On being correctly overtaken the crew being passed shall move his craft to the right.  A failure to do so can incur disqualification.  
4. The Finish
On crossing the finish lines all crews are to quickly move their craft down stream so as not to impede following boats.

No crew is to turn and head back upstream until the last crew has finished.  Any crew breaching this rule will have their result annulled.
