Conditions

1. The event will run under NZSSRA Rules.

2. All competitors must be under the specified age before the 1 January of the current year.

3. The event will be over the Wanganui 2000 course.

4. Scullers will leave the start at 45 second intervals. The fastest boat ie U18 will start first followed by the U17, U16 etc. This will mitigate boats bunching at the finish.
