Tide Condition:

10.08am is a 2.6m high tide going out
Long course: (Refer to course map) Start at City Bridge heading up stream on left, past Dublin Street Bridge, until the rail bridge keeping to the left of all marker buoys on the course. Then it’s a clockwise turn (to your right) across to the next buoy upstream of the bridge column, then it’s back down stream, past Dublin Street bridge, through the middle section on the City bridge (start line) to the left of the buoy. Continue down stream, past the main road bridge heading for the left hand side of Corliss Island. Follow this route until you get to the bottom buoy turn, at which point you will turn back upstream to your right, heading towards the finish line and to the left of Corliss Island. Head back in the best direction to the finish line, which will be 100m upstream from the start line.
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Short  course:(refer to course map) Exactly the same start as the long course, until the first bridge at which point you will need to turn clock wise (to your right) between the bank and the first buoy. Continue to the next buoy upstream of the next bridge column, then it’s back downstream to the start line, going between the bank and the left hand side of the buoy, turning clockwise heading to the city side then back up stream around your last buoy to the finish line 100m upstream from the bridge.
Launching locations: (refer to map for locations)
Multisport, K1, K2, single and double Surf ski, sea kayaks and all other kayak paddle craft:

Launch off the Union Rowing Club ramp or the tiered stop bank below the club rooms. 

All other craft need to launch from the Slip way on Anzac Parade (refer to map) beside the Wanganui 
Motor Boat Club rooms on Anzac Parade. There is plenty on parking at this location and it’s an easy 

15min row to get to the start/finish line from here.

Race Rules:
 1. Buoyancy vest must be worn by all; kayakers, multisport, sea kayakers, open 

canadian, dragon boat and waka ama paddlers.

2. Surf Life Saving Canoes and Boat must carry a rescue tube.
3. Rowers must carry NZRA approved buoyancy device in the boat for each rower.

 Coxswains must wear approved lifejackets.
4. Wash hanging is allowed only if craft is similar type i.e. single multisport, K1 can 

wash-hang but a K1 is not allowed to wash hang off a K2.
5. All craft must have buoyancy in them.
6. The race director retains the final authority on results.

General Information:
This course has great vehicle, bicycle and foot access along its length with 97% of the course 

viewable from the Road or the River side walk way so bring your bicycle or running shoes to follow 
the action.

There will be showers available at the Union Boat Club rooms and the Wanganui Multisport and 
Triathlon Club Rooms on Anzac parade, upstream from the Slipway.
