· If emailing or faxing your entries, fees may be mailed to the Regatta Secretary or direct credited to the CMRC account. Please ensure the name of the school or club is included with the fee transfer. They must be received before the draw, to be considered for the regatta. If you require a receipt, please provide a return postal address.
· All entries received will be confirmed.

· Please seed your entries.

· Crews may race in their school or club colours    (please specify on your entry).
· The draw will occur on the 15th of February 2009
· Boat Park - the car park area adjacent to the clubhouse is reserved for officials, boats and boat trailers only. Could earliest arriving boat trailers please continue past behind the clubhouse, to start filling from the northern end. This area also has good water access. 
REGATTA CONDITIONS:

1. RULE APPLICATION: All events will be rowed in accordance with the rules of the Auckland Secondary Schools Rowing Association and the NZSSRA.
2. DISTANCE OF RACES: The distance of all events will be approximately 1500 metres upstream with the finish in front of the Mercer clubhouse. Lane 1 is closest to the clubhouse bank. There will be no held starts.
3. REGATTA DATE: This Regatta is a one day Regatta only and will start at 9.00 am on Saturday February 21st 2009
4. COMPOSITE CREWS: Composite crews in any boat are allowed. Individuals will race in their own school or club colours.

4. WATER TRAFFIC RULES: All crews must proceed to the start as directed. There will be traffic lanes which must not be crossed. Crews must not proceed to the start on the course or across the course at any stage during the Regatta. Crews must be below the start zone at least five minutes before the advertised start time of their race.
5. BOAT CODES: All boats must carry an alpha numeric number indicating the race letter and lane number as shown in the programme. The numbers must be placed on the boat to be read from the Judges side of the course at the finish. These codes will be supplied by the officials on the day. It is the responsibility of the clubs/schools to up lift the codes no more than one hour before the race and to return these codes immediately after their race
6. SAFETY: All boats racing in this regatta must conform with the rule 4 of the NZ Rowing safety manual, which includes, but is not limited to the following:

The point of the bow of every boat shall be protected by a solid ball of rubber or similar material firmly affixed to the boat. This ball shall be white in colour and must be clearly distinguishable from the hull and not less than 40mm in diameter.

 

To avoid accidents arising from capsizing, all boats must be equipped with stretchers or shoes which allow rowers to get clear of the boat without using their hands and with least possible delay. The heel of the shoes must not have more than 50mm of free movement.

 

All boats shall allow all crew members to disembark easily in the event of an emergency. Bow coxed boats shall provide an opening for the coxswain at least 700mm long and be as wide as the boat for at least 500mm. The interior surfaces shall be smooth and without any projections that would hinder easy and rapid egress. A fixed bulkhead shall be provided at a suitable distance from the backrest to suit the coxswain's height so that they can push themselves clear of the cockpit easily. (this can be readily achieved, & adapted for various sized coxswains, through the use of a block, or blocks, of polystyrene fitted into the bow cavity).  The steering mechanism must not hinder egress by projecting into the coxswain's enclosure.

6. COXSWAINS WEIGHTS: The minimum weight for coxswains competing in under 18 heavyweight events is 55 kg. For all other events the minimum weight shall be 50 kg.To make up this weight, dead weight to the maximum of 20 kg shall be carried in the boat. Coxswains will be required to weigh in for the Regatta and they must ensure that they are on or above the minimum weight. They may be check weighed at the conclusion of any race in which they are competing and if found to be below the minimum weight, the crew will be liable to disqualification from that event.
7. The classification of the NZSSRA will apply. 
8. DIVISIONS: There will be a maximum of six boats in any race. Where there are more than six entries, races will be run in divisions.

    If less than three entries are received for any one event, that event may be deleted, or combined with another event. 
9. SCRATCHINGS: Scratchings for all events must be lodged with the Regatta Secretary by 8.30 am on Saturday 21st February.
10. PROTESTS: Any protests lodged will incur a fee of $50 
11.EXCLUSION OF ALL TORT LIABILITY OF WHATSOEVER KIND: The Auckland Rowing Association Inc. reminds Rowing Clubs and rowers participating in this Regatta that while every care will be taken by the Regatta Officials to ensure that the Regatta is conducted safely and efficiently, and in accordance with the Rules of Racing established by the New Zealand Rowing Association Inc. and/or amended by the Auckland Rowing Association Inc.

it is the responsibility of Clubs to ensure that those rules are complied with and of rowers to comply with them to ensure safe rowing activity.
