BankLink Rowing NZ Club Championships Conditions

1 
STANDARDS

All events shall be rowed according to the NZRA Rules of Racing, Regulations for Regattas and Directives, and the Conditions of Karapiro Rowing Inc.  This Regatta is a sanctioned regatta under the water safety code of Rowing NZ and an exemption from the requirements of MSA 91 for competitors [excluding coxswains] to wear floatation aids has been granted.

2 
DISTANCE

All events will be rowed over a 2000-meter eight lane Albano course, with markers at every 500m. Lanes 1-8 shall be available for all events.

3 
TIME

The Regatta will commence at 8am on Tuesday 19th February 2008 and continue through to Saturday 23rd February 2008 with heats, repechages and semi finals as required.  

Race times will be indicated on the day sheet for each day’s racing.

From the commencement of the regatta heats will be rowed for all events, except 30, 41, 46, 47, 53, 57, 58 and 61, including straight finals.  The Heat finishing order for events with straight finals will determine the lane allocation for the final.  

For events 30, 41, 46, 47, 53, 57, 58 and 61, heats, if required, will be held on Friday 22nd February as indicated in the programme. Heats will not be run for these events if they are straight finals.

Sunday 24th February will be the official spare day for the Regatta in case further time is required to complete the regatta due to earlier postponements.

4 
PROCEEDING TO START

All crews must proceed to the start on the outside of the course unless specifically directed.  (See Course Map).

Crews must not proceed to the start on the course or cross the course at any stage during the regatta.  Crews must be in the START zone at least five minutes before the advertised start time of their race.  The race will take place without reference to absentees.  The starter will inform the crews of the time remaining before the

start at appropriate intervals. 

5 
START PROCEDURE

Crews are to be held in their positions two minutes before the start time.  Crews arriving late (less than 2 minutes) but before the start of the race automatically incur a penalty false start.  Crews arriving after start time are liable to disqualification. (See Rule 23 for details)

6 
NON-START RETURNS

For safety reasons, non-starters must return to Boat Park as directed by a Race Official.

7 
NUMBERS, Bow Balls & Sponsors Logo

All boats must carry the correct LANE NUMBERS as defined in Rule 5. 

The number displayed must be that designated in the draw and must read correctly to Judges during racing. No other numbers will be permitted.  

A white 40mm rubber ball is to be fitted to the bow tip of the boat.

All boats in Finals must have BankLink Logo sticker on both sides of the boat above the water line by the Bow Seat. Stickers are to be collected from Boat Marshall’s Hut.

8 
RACING COLOURS

Every competitor (excluding coxswain) must wear a uniform in club colours.  T-shirts or long sleeved sweatshirts may be worn uniformly under the official club uniform provided that the colour is the same as the body of the official club uniform or white (see Rule 11).

The Race Committee may authorise the wearing of an alternative singlet and/or undergarment.  Prior agreement is essential. 

RPC colours may not be worn at this regatta unless all clubs who have rowers entered in that crew agree in writing and the request has been notified to and confirmed by the Race committee at least 24 hours before the race.

Club Colors shall be worn for all races and for the medal presentation ceremony.

9 
TITLE ELIGIBILITY

Crews not representing New Zealand clubs may be invited to take part in the regatta, but are not eligible to hold New Zealand Championship titles for the Championship events. They are eligible for medals.  

The first New Zealand crew will be awarded the New Zealand Championship title. 

10 
COXSWAINS LIFE JACKETS

All must wear an approved type of Life Jacket at all times whether racing or training.

The life jacket is to be suitable for the coxswain’s size and weight, and worn outside all other clothing. 

Self-inflating or automatic inflating life jackets are not acceptable. 

Penalty for non-compliance will result in the crew being removed from the race or possibly the event. 
Coxswains are not to wear heavy cotton clothing (such as jeans or sweatshirts) but suitable clothing that will keep them warm if they become wet – for example, polyprops, polar fleeces etc

11 
COXSWAINS WEIGHTS

All crews: 55kg minimum. (Refer: NZRA Rule 15.3) 

To make this minimum weight, dead weight up to 20 Kg may be carried. (Refer NZRA Rule 15.4) 

The Coxswain is gender independent (See Rule 15.2).  

Coxswains shall provide their own weights which are to be secured together or contained so that it is clearly identifiable as dead weight which may be check weighed at any time. 

Spanners and other tools are not acceptable as dead weight.  

If inadequate weight is carried in a race, the crew will be subject to being relegated to last place in that race or other penalty imposed by the Chief Umpire.

12 
LIGHTWEIGHTS (Rule 12.2.4)

Female: Maximum per individual 59kg

Male: Maximum per individual 72.5kg

13 
COXSWAINS WEIGH IN

Coxswains shall be weighed in rowing costume not less than one hour and not more than two hours before their first race on each day of racing.  Thereafter they may be weighed prior to and/ or after each race in which they are competing. (Refer NZRA Rule 15.5)

14 
LIGHTWEIGHTS WEIGH IN

Shall be weighed in rowing costume not less than one hour and not more than two hours before their first race in which they are competing on each day of racing.  A club representative should attend the weigh-in. (Refer NZRA Rule 14.1).

15 
SUBSTITUTES

Substitutes are subject to NZRA Rules 16 and 10 and must be advised to the Regatta Control via the Regatta Secretary at least 1 hour prior to the first race for the event in which the crew is entered, except in the case of substitutions on medical grounds during the regatta.

A Club making a substitution after 1.00 pm on the day immediately before the first day of the regatta will be charged a fee of $5 plus GST per rower/coxswain substitution.

16 
PROTESTS

Any protests shall be made to an Umpire, Judge or member of the Race Committee before leaving the boat, except in unavoidable circumstances.  The protest to be confirmed in writing immediately afterwards to the Race Committee and must be accompanied by a deposit of $50. This shall be forfeited if the protest is not upheld.

In any case all protests must be lodged within one hour of the completion of the race. (Rule 25.3)

17 
LANES

Six lanes (1 to 6) will be used for all Championship events (Regulation 5.3). Eight lanes (1 to 8) will be used for all other events.

18 
REPECHAGES & PETITE FINALS

REPECHAGES will be rowed following a modified FISA system. There will be no Petite Finales. Crews will be allocated to heats by a computer allocated draw.  

For Repechages, Crews will be allocated from the centre lanes so that the best performed crews from earlier rounds will be allocated the centre lanes (lanes 3/4 for 6 lane races and 4/5 for 8 lane races).

For finals the lane allocation will be from lanes 4/5 for 6 lane races and from 5/6 for 8 lane finals.  Where there are straight Finals the crews will race for lane allocation in the Heats. (See condition 3)  

Should it be desirable, the Race Committee reserves the right to adjust the lane draw to enhance the television coverage of the regatta.  Every endeavour will be made to maintain the racing structure as proposed. However, the Race Committee reserves the right to alter, for any reason it sees fit, the programme as published.

19 
SCRATCHINGS Rule 17 applies

All must be advised in writing and presented to the Regatta Control via the Regatta Secretary as follows:

(a) Heats for all events, except 30, 41, 46, 47, 53, 57, 58 and 61, 11.00am on Monday February 20th 2008.

(b) For Events 30, 41, 46, 47, 53, 57, 58 and 61, scratchings must be made by 11:00 a.m. on Thursday February 20th, 2008.

(c) A PENALTY of $40 per occurrence will be imposed on clubs for failure to comply with (a) or (b) above.

(d) A PENALTY of $50 per occurrence will be imposed on clubs for crews who withdraw from an event after the heats have been rowed.

NOTE: c. and d. This covers heats, repechages, semi-finals, and finals as appropriate.

20 
BOW COXED BOATS

Shall provide an opening for the coxswain at least 700 mm long and be as wide as the boat for at least 500-mm.  The interior surfaces shall be smooth and without any projections that would hinder rapid egress.  A fixed bulkhead shall be provided at a suitable distance from the backrest to suit the coxswain’s height so they can

push themselves clear of the cockpit easily.  The steering mechanism must not hinder egress, by projecting into the coxswain’s enclosure.

21 
BOAT WEIGHT

All boats must comply with NZRA Rule 4.1

I.e. Minimum weights are:

1X = 14Kg, 2X = 27Kg,

2- = 27Kg, 4X = 52Kg,

4- = 50Kg, 4+ = 51Kg,

8+ = 96Kg.

All boats should be weighed prior to the commencement of the Regatta and all will be subject to random weighing during the Regatta.

Heel restraints and “quick-release” mechanisms must be in proper and effective working order in all boats equipped with fitted shoes.  The restraints must allow no more that 50mm of heel lift on the shoe (Refer Rule 4.2)

These safety aspects will be checked at boat weigh-in both prior and during the regatta.

TRAINING

The course is defined as the area that is on the finish side of the start line and the start side of the finish line.  It also extends from the finish line to the launch area.  Movement patterns are defined in the “ROWED CODE” pictured below.  The course is closed to all rowing from one hour before the first race until 30 minutes after the last race.

Training on the course outside racing hours will only be permitted at the times agreed by the Chief Umpire.  At those times, there will be safety boats patrolling the course only and crews are expected to follow the direction of racing.  Times will be advised by the Regatta Secretary and indicated by the flag signal at Marshalls Hut.  During the times reserved for racing, no crews may train on the lake.

Bylaws 2006, the NZRA Safety Rules and the MSA Rules (MSA 91. Any Crew breaking these training rules may receive a penalty including disqualification from the Regatta.

25 
SAFETY

Safe practices are to be used at all times. Safety equipment is available for the regatta only.  The minimum Safety requirements are defined in the NZRA’s Safety policy.

While the Lake is Closed for the regatta, any use of the lake is subject to the Environment Waikato Navigation Safety Bylaws 2006, the NZRA Safety Rules and the MSA Rule (MSA 91).

26 
CREW RECOGNITON

There have been a number of instances where there have been difficulties with crew recognition.  To solve such difficulties, photographs of the individual crews may be taken at the start or finish of any race and held as part of the official records of the event.

27 CLASSIFICATIONS

*****THIS IS A CLASSIFICATION REGATTA*****

REFER RULE 12 - CLASSIFICATION OF ROWERS (EXCLUDING COXSWAINS):

1 A Season - A season commences on the day following the last day of the New Zealand Championships in each year and ends on the last day of the New Zealand Championships in the next year.

2 Classification - Men and Women rowers are classified according to

(a) Gender

(b) Ability and where applicable

(c) Age,

(d) Weight.

Classification by gender, by age or by weight shall not be affected by classification according to ability.

2.1 Classification according to gender - All crews and races shall be limited to members of one gender except

for the coxswain who may be of either gender.

2.2 Classification according to ability -

A. Novice class –

1. A Novice Rower is:

a. a rower who has not raced in any of the nominated regattas in a previous season I.E:

i. Provincial championships

ii. Karapiro 1 and 2

iii. Jury Cup

iv. Head of the Harbour

v. NI, SI and National championships

vi. NI, SI and National Secondary School Championships

b. a rower who has raced in not more than one non-nominated regatta (e.g. University Regattas, Lake Pupuke, Blue Lakes) in a previous season

2. Clubs are required to check eligibility against this Rule rigorously before submitting entries.

3. Classification progression will be effective at the end of the National Championships.

B. Club class -

(a)

(i) A rower who has not won an Under 21 or Lightweight classification race in a previous season or who has not attained Senior or Premier class in a previous season.

(ii) A rower who has not competed as a New Zealand representative in any New Zealand Junior Crew or Youth Olympic Crew, or in any New Zealand U21 crew, New Zealand Development crew or other similar New Zealand representative crew as may be defined by the Domestic Rowing Commission.

(b) A rower, who has been regraded to Club class and who elects to compete in another classification either by ability or by weight, may not also compete in Club class at the same regatta.

C. Senior class -

(a)

(i) A rower who has not won a Premier class classification race in a previous season, or who has not been placed first in a Senior class classification race in two previous seasons or who has not otherwise previously attained Premier class.

(ii) A rower who has not competed as a New Zealand representative at a FISA World Cup regatta, FISA World Rowing Championships, FISA World Under 23 Championships or the Olympic Games.

(b)


(i). A rower who by definition shall be ineligible to compete in a lower class classification race according to ability shall be deemed to have attained Senior class.

(ii) A Senior class rower who has not been placed first, second or third in either a Senior or Premier class classification race and who has not competed as a New Zealand representative or otherwise as defined in Rules 12.2.2 B (a) (ii) and 12.2.2.C (a) (ii), for two consecutive seasons, may, on application, be regraded to Club class.

D. Premier class -

(a) All rowers shall be eligible to row in the Premier class.

(b)

(i) A rower who by definition shall be ineligible to compete in a lower class classification race according to ability shall be deemed to have attained Premier class.

(ii) A Premier class rower who has not been placed first, second or third in a Premier class classification race and has not represented New Zealand in a FISA World Cup regatta, FISA World Rowing Championships, FISA World Under 23 Championships or the Olympic Games, for two consecutive seasons, may, on application, be regraded to Senior class.

2.3 Classification according to age -

A. In all age group events rowers must produce verification of age by producing a birth certificate if called upon.

1. The reference date is 1 January in the year of the regatta

2. A rower may row in an age limited event if they are under the specified age limit on the 1st of January in the year of the regatta - i.e. a rower can compete in an Under 19 or Under 21 event if they are under the age of 19 or 21 on the 1st of January in the year of the regatta E.g. - a rower who turns 19 on 30 June 2006 is under 19 on 1 January 2006, and is therefore eligible to compete in Under 19 events at the National Championships in February 2006, and the Interprovincials

in September 2006.

The same is true for a rower who turns 19 on 2 January 2006.

3. Masters class - A rower over the age of 27 who is not competing in Senior or Premier Class events.

B. Other age classification races for lower age groups may be held at local regattas using the same principle of determining the age classification as for the Under 19 class.

RULE 10 - COMPOSITE CREWS:

1. Composite crews comprising rowers in Clubs within the same Local Association (e.g. Petone and Star within Wellington):

a. may be entered in quadruple sculls and eights events , in all classes;

b. with the approval of the Local Association

2. Composite crews comprising rowers in Clubs from any one or more Local Association (e.g. Wairau from Marlborough, and Union from Wanganui):

a. may be entered in all Premier and Under 21 events except the Premier coxed four;

b. with the approval of each Local Association

3. The relevant approvals must be submitted at the time of entry

4. Rowers entered in a composite crew shall be subject to the same rules for substitution as other crews provided that any replacement rower/s is shall be a member of one of the clubs represented in the original entry. In the case of an entry made by an RPC, the substitute must be a contracted athlete to the RPC.

A rower may not row for a designated RPC crew and a non RPC designated crew at the regatta except in the case of the Men’s Premier Coxed Four.

5. Micro-Graphical Regions (MGR). Where there is a rowing community of interest bisected by regional Association boundaries composite crews be permitted as if that community were within one Association, but otherwise all other rules regarding composite crews to apply. An Application for a MGR Composite crew must have been made with the Domestic Commissioner by the 1st of Feb 2008.

TEAM MEETING

The pre-race team meeting is to be at 5:00 PM on Monday February 18th.  

A representative of every Club participating in the Regatta (except for the under 19 events) must be present. 

A roll call will be taken. 

Officials meeting will follow at 6:00PM.

29 
APPROVALS

The Domestic Rowing Commission of the New Zealand Rowing Association has approved this programme along with the Regatta Conditions.

30 
RANDOM DRUG TESTING

As a condition of entry into this regatta, rowers may be required to undergo tests for substances prohibited by Rowing NZ’s anti-doping code, the International Rowing Federation, FISA and the IOC. Such tests will be undertaken by the New Zealand Sports Drug Agency who will be acting in an independent capacity under the NZ Sports Drug Agency Act.

CAUTION

The safety of all participants is of prime importance and every effort is made to accommodate the wishes of rowers. We have found from experience that the weather plays an important role in the sport and the associated safety impact should not be underestimated. Training time will be available on Monday from 9:00 AM weather permitting.  A red flag will be flown if the course is closed.

This signifies that there are no safety facilities available on the course and no monitoring of any activities on the water.  Any one attempting to train on the Lake at that time does so at their own risk.

SECRETARYS OFFICE

The Secretary’s office will be open from 9:00 AM on Monday 18th February 2008 and thereafter every morning at least 60 minutes prior to the scheduled start time and remain until 60 minutes after the last race of the day.

PRESENTATION OF MEDALS AND TROPHIES

The presentation ceremony is an integral part of the regatta. It has considerable impact on all those viewing the proceedings and all medal recipients are expected to attend and take part in these proceedings.

The medals will be following the conclusion of the subsequent event. (E.G. The presentation for event 1 will occur after the completion of the final for event 2)

Winning crews will disembark from their boats at the boat launch area ( a designated pontoon will be made available ) and proceed immediately to the back of the dais.  This will require arrangements to be made to remove the boat from the water and return it to the boat racks so that the athletes can proceed to the dais as soon as possible.
