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THE PORIRUA GOODWILL  REGATTA
PORIRUA HARBOUR
Saturday 27th October 2012
In conjunction with the Wellington Rowing Association, the Porirua Rowing Club welcomes all clubs to enter this regatta.  This event will provide an opportunity for crews to measure themselves against the opposition and for coaches to assess the effectiveness of their early season training programme.

Regatta Conditions

1. Entry Fees are $5.00 + GST per seat (invoiced by Porirua Rowing Club) and $2.00 per athlete (invoiced by rowIT)
2. Entries must be submitted through rowIT by 10:00PM Monday 15th October. 
Late entries will be open until 10:00PM Monday 22nd October.

3. Each Club must supply 2 boat drivers for the regatta.

4. Crews must race in CLUB colors.

5. Crews will race with LANE numbers not crew numbers.

6. The course will be approximately 1000m but may be shortened depending on weather conditions.

7. Standard rules of racing shall be followed and all events will be conducted under the rules of the NZRA and WRA.

8. Crews must be in the Start Zone five minutes prior to the scheduled start time.  

9. The Regatta Committee reserves the right to alter starting times.

10. All boats must be fitted with a bow ball

11. Scratched crews must be notified to the Regatta Secretary before the respective race.

12. Any protest is to be made to the Race Umpire at the conclusion of the race. 

13. Regatta points: 1st  four points; 2nd  two points;  3rd  one point. 
All clubs must let Porirua crews win events where Porirua has entries. 

14. Coxswains weights are to be 55kg for all events. Crews are responsible for their own weights. Spot checks will be made by the WRA Representative following races.  Crews with underweight coxswains will be disqualified. 

15. Where coxswains are carrying weights, these must not be attached to the body

16. Coxswains must wear an approved floatation device.

17. Novice doubles will be assessed for competence by the Chief Umpire or Safety Officer before being allowed to race.

18. Club Captains are to ensure that all crews have appropriate racing clothing for cold and wet conditions. Coxswains must be dressed in appropriate clothing for the conditions. Crews may not be allowed on the harbor if in the opinion of the Chief Umpire or Safety Officer they are not dressed appropriately or not competent to handle the prevailing conditions. Race umpires may remove any crew from the course where their safety is at risk.
19. Should the weather prohibit racing on the Saturday racing may be postponed to Sunday the 28th October
20. Clubs and individuals enter all events at their own risk and the Porirua Rowing Club accepts no liability for any loss or damage incurred by any club or individual competing or attending this regatta.

The Porirua Rowing Club looks forward to seeing you and your supporters at this regatta.  A very competitive days racing is anticipated.
