REGATTA CONDITIONS

	 1.
	All entries to be made online via rowIT.

	 2.
	Entries submitted by any other means will be ignored.

	 3.
	All events will be conducted under the rules of NZRA and WRA.

	 4.
	The regatta will be conducted in accordance with the NZRA Water and Safety Competition Codes.

	 5.
	The regatta will also be conducted in accordance with the WRA Risk Management Plan.

	 6.
	Events will be rowed as advertised in the regatta programme. Club conditions strictly in accordance with NZRA Rules. Those not eligible for Club should enter Open events. Novice rowers are excluded from this regatta

	 7.
	The Regatta Committee reserves the right to alter starting times.

	 8.
	Where there are less than three (3) entries in a particular event, the event will be cancelled.

	 9.
	Lane 1 is nearest the Judge.

	10.
	Crews must wear their registered club uniform.

	11.
	Crews must be in the START ZONE  5 minutes before the scheduled starting time.

The race will start without reference to absentees.

	12.
	Crews proceeding to the start are to keep clear of the course and follow instructions given from umpire and safety boats.

	13.
	Divisions will be rowed in events where more than nine entries have been received. Crews will be drawn according to entry ranking. No 1 crews in first division.

	14.
	The Race Umpire may amalgamate divisions when scratchings reduce the field to a manageable event.

	15.
	Where coxswains are carrying weights, these must not be attached to the body.

	16.
	Coxswains must wear an approved floatation device.

	17.
	All boats must be fitted with a bow ball.

	18.
	Boat lane numbers (as displayed in he draw sheet) must be displayed at the bow and be legible to the Judges on the shore.

	19.
	The minimum weight for coxswains is 55kg. Random check weighs will be made throughout the day.

	20.
	Umpires may remove any crew from the course where there safety is at risk.

	21.
	The entry fee is $5.00 per crew member plus GST. WRA will invoice clubs.

	22.
	Scratchings of crews must be notified to Regatta Control before the respective race. Five regatta points will be deducted from offending club/s for each non start crew that has not been notified as a scratching.

	23
	Any protest is to be made to the Race Umpire at he conclusion of the race. The protest is to be confirmed in writing with payment of deposit to the Regatta Committee as provided in NZRA rules.

	24.
	The Wellington Rowing Association will not be responsible for damage to plant or equipment at the regatta.

	25.
	All events are to be raced over 500 metres approx, or as near as the prevailing safety conditions allow.

	26.
	Regatta points: 1st Four points, 2nd Two points, 3rd One point.

	
	

	
	Points will be deducted from crews failing to comply with these conditions, whilst failure to comply with items 15-18 inclusive will immediately invoke immediate disqualification.
