REGATTA  COMPETITION  CONDITIONS

1. All events will be conducted under the rules of the NZRA and WRA and its Safety Management Plan.
2.  All coaches, competitors and officials must be conversant with these documents and abide by them. 
3. Lane 1 is to be the lane nearest the Judges at the finish.

4. Crews must be in the Start Zone five minutes prior to the scheduled start time.  

5. The Regatta Committee reserves the right to alter starting times.
6. Coxswains may be check weighed during the day. Weights as per NZRA rules.
7. Where coxswains are carrying weights, these must not be affixed to the body.

8. Coxswains must wear an approved flotation device.

9. All boats must be fitted with a bow ball.

10. Boat Lane numbers must be displayed at the bow and be legible to the judges on the shore.
11. Race umpires or safety personnel may remove any crew from the course when their safety is ay risk.

12. The entry fee is $5.00 (GST inclusive) per seat. WRA will invoice clubs.

13. Scratched crews must be notified to the Regatta Secretary before the respective race.

14. Any protest is to be initially made to the Race Umpire at the conclusion of the race and confirmed in writing to The Regatta 

             Secretary along with payment of the protest fee ($50.00). 

15.       The Wellington Rowing Association will not be responsible for any damage to plant or equipment at the regatta.
16.       All events are to be raced over 2000 METRES approximately. In the event of changing weather conditions the Race 

            Committee reserves the right to adjust or shorten the course.
17.       Regatta points: 1st four points; 2nd two points; 3rd one point.
18.       5 points will be deducted from aggregate points for each scratching not advised to Regatta Control 10 minutes before the 

            advertised race start time.
19.      All competitors must be currently (annual or day) registered with NZRA.
20.       Any breach of items 6,7, 8, 9 & 10 of these conditions will result in instant disqualification.
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
